Example of schools twinning workshop  - 1 hour lesson.

Introduction (5 mins)

1. Please read through Temwa magazine pages 3 – 9 and in pairs answer one of the following questions, using the flip chart paper feedback to the group

a) How does Temwa involve the local community in implementing projects?

b) What are the main issues in Usisya and how is Temwa responding?

c) From reading pages 3 – 9, describe what ‘sustainable development’ means in practice and why it is important.

2. Please read pages 12 – 13. Temwa would like to send your answers to these questions to schools in Usisya, to help young people learn about life in the UK. In two groups please decide democratically how to answer each question, use the flipchart paper to note answers and feedback to the whole group.

3. Temwa would like you to illustrate your answers to question 2. In two groups please use the visual tools provided to represent your group’s answer to question two. 

Think: What symbols represent your school? What props or items could you use? What about location and background? What about light?
