Activity 1.

10 mins

Save the Children *Africa Quiz* separate download from Temwa website

· A,B,C in the room will indicate where students go to answer questions

· Ask students answering correctly to explain the reason for their answer

Activity 2.

40 mins

Magazine Work

· Ask students to form 2 large groups then smaller groups of five/six

· Each large group will answer question a or b, working in small groups

1. Please read through Temwa magazine pages 3 – 9 and in small groups answer question a or b, using the flip chart paper describe your answers to a/b. Decide as a large group how you will feedback on question a/b, present results to the rest of the students.

a) What are the main issues in Usisya and Malawi, and how are Temwa responding?

b) From reading pages 3 – 9, describe what ‘sustainable development’ means in practice and why it is important.

10 mins to read relevant pages as per worksheet

15 mins to prepare an answer on flipchart paper

15 mins to consult with the other groups and investigate their work, nominate one small group to feedback to whole group on question a or b

Activity 3.

10 mins

x 2 activities, either: -

a) Design a Fundraising event for Temwa, in or out of school. Use paper.

· How can costs be kept down?

· How will you make it ‘safe’?

· What ideas are likely to include more people?
